ESTIMATED FEES AND EXPENSES FOR SPAN:

· Spring Semester University of Minnesota Tuition, FSSP 5960: $1,855 (estimated) for 4 credits. These four credits are awarded for study and preparation during Spring Semester. 

Note: If you are a University of Minnesota student taking a courseload of at least 13 credits beyond the 4 credits for SPAN, your SPAN spring tuition is forgiven. 

Summer Session University of Minnesota Tuition, FSSP 5970W: $1,855 (estimated) for 4 credits. These 4 credits are for the research paper. They qualify as a University of Minnesota Writing Intensive course. *
